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Introducing Tachikawa San
Bernadino  Sister  City
Committee

Tachikawa city signed a sister
city agreement with the City of
San Bernadino, Ca. USA, on Dec
23, 1959.

In 1960, The Tachikawa City
Sister City Committee was
established. Its aim was to
promote friendship and
understanding of the people of
both cities, and to contribute to
the world peace, through the
cultural and economic relations.
Its name was changed to
Tachikawa San Bernadino
Sister City Committee in 1995.
The sister city project was the
first in Tokyo.

From 1962, as exchange

student program began. From
San Bernadino in late June to
early July, from Tachikawa in
late dJuly to early August,
students (from Tachikawa, 2nd
graders of Senior High-school)
are home-staying in each other’s
city , to experience culture and
life abroad.
This year, as the 50th year from
the first sister city affiliation,
the city welcomed the delegates
from the City of San Bernadino,
and held a panel exhibition at
Aimu from March 24 to 28 to
commemorate the history of the
project.

The City of San Bernadino has
population of about 200,000, and
its area is about 153 sq km. It is
located about 60 miles east of
Los Angeles and is the center of
South California. It is blessed
with nature and has a lot in
common with Tachikawa City.

The Exchange students of both
cities exceeded 350 in fiscal year
2008, and many of them are
making success in international
societies or using their linguistic
skills.

The Committee is holding a
panel exhibition every year at
TMC Fureai Festival, in order to
get citizens’ understanding and
cooperation to the project.
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
