friendship between Tachikawa
4th junior high-school and
Beaudoux highschool of New
Caledonia. In August 1999, the
sister school project was
officially signed, and every other
year, students of one school visit
the other country, and while
home-staying, they promoted
mutual friendship.

This year marks the 10tk
anniversary, and over this
period, 47 people (including
teachers) visited New Caledonia
and 44 visited 4t Junior High
from Beaudoux High.

It is possible an
international situation, such as
SARS or new type influenza,
may prevent the activities
temporarily for the safety of the
students.

New Caledonia is
surrounded by World
Heritage-awarded beautiful sea,
and its people are consisted of
various Melanesian tribes and

other people, and also
immgrants from a lot of
countries. The Japanese

students who visited them could
feel the culture difference and
also the Japanese students who
greeted multi-cultured Beadoux
students can learn international
sense by making friends with
them.

Shien Net has
correspondence lessons aside
from the human exchange, thus
working on the instruction of
the students.
